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Independent Variable (IV):

The variable that is purposefully changed
The "I change it" in the experiment 
Graphed on the x-axis

Dependent Variable (DV):

“D” stands for data

Graphed on the y-axis

Constant (C):

All factors that remain the same and have a fixed value
"kept the same”
Control Group:

The group that is used as a standard for comparison in the experiment

It may be a group that receives no treatment or a group that is defined by the experimenter.

Repeated Trials:

Number of experimental repetitions, objects or organisms tested at each level of the independent variable. (minimum of three trials)
Hypothesis:

Statement about the relationship between two variables 
"If ...then" statement

Suggested solution that can be tested
“If the (IV) is (increased/decreased) then the (Dv) will (increase/decrease).”
